(Since Pope John 
Paul added the five luminous mysteries, it would seem that members of the Confraternity 
should strive to include that extra weekly Rosary, however, since the Holy See has not 
mandated this, it is not a requirement of the Confraternity.)

2. A share in the prayer of countless thousands of members the world over, and this even 

after death. 
3. A share in the prayers, Masses and apostolic works of the entire Dominican Order. 
4. The intercession of the entire heavenly court. 
5. Various plenary and partial indulgences. 
6. Six times a year the Rosary Center publication The Rosary Light and Life is sent to those
